	 a. The Message of our Mission is the Gospel

	 	 -The Gospel


“The gospel ain't gospel until it is spread

But how can you share it where you've got your head

There's hands that reach out for a hand if you would

So heavenly minded, you're no earthly good” 
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	 It’s NEWS. It’s not a life well lived, though that is an implication of 
the Gospel. It’s not the good works you do, though that’s a response to 
the Gospel. It’s a message. It’s not Good News unless it’s communicated. 

You can’t love people to salvation without stating the message of Gospel. 

	 -To be clear, people are softened by our love, our good works 
backup our words, and a life well lived can cause people to listen, but it is 
the proclamation of Good News that transfer a soul from darkness to 
light!

	 “Echod” - One in the many. 

	 Greek- Heis Hay-ss A thought particularly expressed by the emphatic εἷς 
is that everything depends on one thing, that man’s whole way and future are 
decided by one question. NT thinking is neither individual nor collective, but 
organic. God’s will is directed neither to the isolated soul nor the mass as such, 
but always to the conditioned and conditioning member of a unit—the house, 
the people, the race, creation 
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	 -Not individual, but Y’all! 

Our ONE mission is Jesus’ Mission; to be unified in the Message and 
Motivation of  that Mission. To seek and save the lost. To fulfill the great 
commission, to exist for people to find and follow Jesus! God sent Jesus. And 
Jesus Sends us!
